Role Description for Volunteers





Mentor Purpose: to provide support, guidance and encouragement to young people who are at risk of offending or re-offending or to a parent whose young person is involved with the Probation Service.





Restorative Justice Volunteer Purpose: to support the young person through the restorative justice process. This may take the form of supporting a young person to fulfil their contract of reparation and/or going on a victim impact panel to enable young people to develop empathy and gain a greater insight into the impact of crime on victims, family members and communities.

Volunteer Duties:


To meet and actively develop a supportive relationship with the young person or parent.


To inform and maintain the boundaries of the relationship or process.


To make the necessary practical arrangements to volunteer with the project and if mentoring to meet the young person or parent, once a week for 2-3 hours.


To manage a small budget allocated for your case.


To identify and communicate your support needs and make effective use of the support mechanisms provided by the project.


To attend and participate fully in ongoing training (6-9 hours a year) and supervision (2 hours per month).


To complete paperwork relevant to the project and make it available as required, in a timely manner.


To follow policy and procedure guidelines as laid down by the project in the delivery of your role.�
